Experience of processing and analysis of oceanographic/geophysical data would be an advantage. The successful applicant will be expected to co-ordinate and participate in oceanographic training and research surveys and to engage in the delivery and development of undergraduate practical teaching in the School,  involving daily interaction with students, researchers and academic staff. The successful applicant will be expected to manage oceanographic workshop facilities, to maintain oceanographic and geophysical equipment, and to train students and researchers in research protocols and equipment handling. The successful candidate will be expected to continuously upgrade and develop oceanographic and geophysical technologies for research and teaching and to undergo training as required.
